Dear Ms. Nelson,

Thank you for the questions and opportunity to clarify with answers in regards to renewal of CBW
Permit 25262B.

My current group of forty one (41) Radiated tortoises (Astrochelys radiata) is comprised of adult pair
of siblings and the balance of thirty nine (39) ranging from eight months to nearly six years of age. The
adult female being a sibling to her adult male brother was transferred on loan to Jay Russo nearly
three years ago to allow genetically diverse offspring to be produced. Those hatchlings would be
unrelated to any others currently in the U.S. There are seventeen (17) eggs currently in incubation at
Mr. Russo's facility from my female.

As to the thirty nine (39) that are less than six years of age, these will not be of breeding size for at
least five to twelve years. There are a total of nineteen (19) genetic bloodlines from eight separate
facilities in my care. Of these bloodlines, | have several that have more than one tortoise represented.
This has a potential of 342 different genetic combinations depending on how many males and females
| have once they mature. Only known way to sex young tortoises is through Surgical methods, which |
would never allow. See attachment of possible breeding pairings which would be used to obtain
maximum genetic viability.

The purpose of having a CBW Permit is to allow me to continue to acquire more distinct bloodlines
through loans, trades and purchases. | also need to acquire my breeding loan share of forthcoming
hatchlings from Mr. Russo's facility.

As to the State of lllinois breeding restriction, | have attached email from Mr. Scott Ballard from IDNR.
The bill was in 2020 spring session and was going to pass until Covid 19 stopped legislation. It will
pass once in session and breeding will be allowed once again in 2021. | have attached a copy of my
current State Permit as well.

| have also attached a letter from Ms.Colette Adams who works at Gladys Porter Zoo. | have known
Ms. Adams since 1985 when | acquired my first Radiated tortoises from that facility. She knows me
very well and knows of my dedication to this specie.

| am a long time advocate of enlarging the knowledge and breeding of many rare tortoise species. |
was the first person in the United States in 1995 to diapause the incubation of a Radiated tortoise. This
happened when | was done hatching all eggs for the season and a female Radiated laid more one egg.
Her previous three clutches of one egg each did not develop. So | left it on a basement shelf for 4
months until new eggs were being laid. | then put it into incubation and it hatched in 65 days. What



we now know is diapause is a requirement to successfully hatch Radiated tortoise eggs. | was at a
Herpetological Symposium back in 1990 and was discussing the subject of apparent low fertility with
the Director of Herpetology at the Bronx Zoo, John Behler. His opinion was this was a species issue. |
left that Symposium thinking that does not seem possible as the species is extremely plentiful
throughout their range in Madagascar. We now know fertility is normally 90% plus with established
breeding programs with a diapause incubation method.

So to close, | would greatly appreciate the renewal of my permit. | have vast experience and more
bloodlines than most institutions and individuals located within the United States. My group assures a
continuation of bloodlines that will be add maximum genetic viability within the United States as you
can see in my attachment of breeding pairings.

I'am the deputy director at Gladys Porter Zoo in Brownsvﬂle, Texas, where 1 have worked for over 40 years. Iam the former
Curator of Reptiles here. Our facility is accredited by the AZA and it is an active participant in the Species Survival Plan for
radiated tortoises, Astrochelys radiata. In the early 1990s, the SSP Propagation Group members agreed that it would be

prudent to free up holding space in participating zoological institutions by surplussing certain animals to non-zoo tortoise
specialists. :

Since that time, Mr. Grigus has kept in touch, sharing husbandry information and his accomplishments. He has offered to
have his animals included in thie SSP and has further offered to donate any bloodlines needed for breeding within the SSP.
Ours is a mutually beneficial partnership, formalized only by our review of his facilities and expertise, as well as our
knowledge of his ongoing commitment to the animais in his care.

Accordingly, our relationship with Mr. Grigus would open up his ability to trade with other AZA members in the future, It
is common practice for AZA curators to utilize taxon-specific listserves or personal email to verify the credentials of private
or non-AZA facilities. In other words, our good, long-term relationship with John Grigus will effectively open the door for
his future contributions to the AZA radiated tortoise SSP. .

Hi John,
Appreciate your email. | putin a call to Emma this morning and have left a message for her. You are welcome
to share this with her if you'd like.

Once the Herp Code was enacted into law in January 2015, we (IDNR) had language by December 2015 to
address the issue you're referencing. With the administration we had in place at that time from 2015 through
2018, not much legislation was introduced. With the current administration, we were able to get this language
introduced in spring 2019.

As you know, the current lllinois Endangered Species Protection Act only allows propagation by Zoological or
Scientific permittees only. This is the limited Hobbyist permit you currently have. By allowing the Herp Code to
then share authority of issuing E/T herptile permits, through administrative rule we can allow propagation by
the current limited Hobbyist permits.

Already in the Illinois Endangered Species Protection Act, we had the following language (see highlighted
yellow):

(520 ILCS 10/5) (from Ch. 8, pEr. 3359

Sec. 5. (a) Upon receipt of proper application and approval of same, the Department may
issue a limited permit authorizing the possession, purchase or disposition of animals or
animal preducts of an endangered or threatened species, or deral endangered plants to any

fe
person which had in its possession prior to the effective date of this Act such an item or
e

which obtained such an item legally out-of-state. Such permit shall specifically name and
describe each pertinent item possessed by the permit holder and shall be valid only ror
possession, purchase or disposition of the items so named. The Department may require proof

that acquisition of such items was made before ive date of this Act. The

Department may also issue a limited permit authorizing the possession, purchase or

disposition of live animals or such item to any person to whom a holder of a valid permit
issued pursuant to this section gives, sells, or otherwise transfers the item named in the
permit. Section 5-20 of the Herptiles-Herps Act has provisions for permits to acquire,
breed, and sell captive, legally obtained endangered and threatened amphibians and
reptiles. Limited permits issued pursuant to this section shall be valid only as long as the
item remains in the possession of the persen to whom the permit was issued.

(b) The limited permit shall be revoked by the Department if it finds that the holder
has received it on the basis of false information, is not complying with its terms, or for
other cause.

It provides for the Herp Code to issue permits for E/T herptiles. However, in order to do that, the Herp Code
has to share authority with the Illinois Endangered Species Protection Act for issuing permits, and the
explanation of the amended section 5-20 (a) does that.

Without the amendment highlighted in yellow above, permitting for E/T herptiles would remain as only
available via Zoological or Scientific permittees only under the lllinois Endangered Species Protection Act.

That bill passed unanimously through the lllinois House Committee and lllinois House Floor in spring 2019.
However, it was not called for a vote once it arrived in the lllinois Senate. Our legislative liaison has indicated
this would be introduced again during the spring 2020 legislative session.

This spring we have even better worded the section to allow propagation of any E/T herptile (state or federal E/T
herptile) under the Herp Code and have sent that to our legislative liaison a few weeks ago. Unfortunately with
the current Coronavirus situation, our legislators aren't meeting, so I'm not sure when they'll get together this
year to pass proposed legislation. There has been a temporary shell bill (lllinois Senate Bill 3319) assigned to
this with just definitions in it for now, but will include the additional language when legislation starts moving
again in lllinois.

Just to give you a feel for timelines, if this Bill is heard and passes through the full House and Senate in 2020
and the Governor signs the amendments into law, the next steps would be to finish drafting the administrative
rules. Those draft rules would then go through IDNR internal approval, move to the Endangered Species
Protection Board for their approval (they meet four times a year), and then move to the Judicial Committee on
Administrative Rulemaking (JCAR) for two notices with around 45-60 day reviews each. Once through the JCAR
process and approved, they would become law and then permits could begin to be issued.

It is my feeling that this is a temporary delay and not a longterm thing.
